CRITERIA:

In order to maintain eligibility and be inducted, Secondary Chapter (high school) members must achieve 30 points each
year. Points earned starting August 1, 2024 are valid to use to apply for induction for the 2025-26 NHSDA year. Any
combination of points can be used, but you must have points from each category. Members are responsible for tracking
their own points using the “NHSDA Tracking Sheet” and will be expected to show proof of points achieved by August 1,
2025. We understand some flexibility or additional clarification may be needed in order for each member to achieve active
merits.

CATEGORIES: POINTS:

DANCE

Each CSA dance class currently enrolled in = 1 point per class
Participate in school dance team/program = 2 points per season
Participate in community dance performance = 2 points per event
Participate in dance competition = 2 points per competition
Participate in dance intensive/convention= 3 points per event
Participate in dance recital = 3 points total

Attend a live dance performance= 3 points per show
COMMUNITY

Assist a class as a Junior Faculty member = 3 points total

Volunteer as an Ambassador for CSA Event = 3 points per volunteer slot
Volunteer at a non-CSA community service event = 2 points per volunteer slot

Assist in tasks for CSA = 1 point per task
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
